Acting on behalf of her husband
Philip the Good, Duke of Burgundy; she acted first as mediator
and later as negotiator, battling to maintain the independence of
the duchy. During the forty one years that she was duchess of
Burgundy, she kept the economy of duchy in high gear. After
her death in 1497 Burgundy lost first its influence than its inde-
pendence.

One of the main
things to remember at a demo is that you are a&fepr
sentative of the entire SCA. If a person looses the
temper, walks around under the influence or dresses
inappropriately for modern standards, it will refle
badly on the entire organization. In the past, the
SCA had a reputation for being a bunch of drunk
hippies. This was the belief when Poor Man's
started. Over the years, the SCA has become known
as 'the people who put on the Renaissance fait', an
many people come out to spend the day with us. We family oriented ac-
tivity that welcomes children.

At a demo, don't be afraid to talkhe public. Reinforce the positive
and tell them what attracted you to the SCA.

If a pesésraaquestion you do not
know the answer to, do not make something up.tfiel you don't know, but
can find out, or direct them to info point. If & & question about fighting,
blacksmithing or some art or science, when theeehiseak in the activity, ask
the person who is doing the activity. If you seme@mber of the press, ask if
you can be of assistance, or direct them to theseh or information point. If
they do not want your help, inform the Senechalatocrat they are on site.

A demo may have more beginning lel@$ses than advanced ones.
This is so someone with no experience in sometbamgstill attend the class,
and maybe learn a new skill. Hands on classessarally more appealing than
a lecture. Our goal is to get the public interestedhey will want to come
back and play with us some more.
